A maximum of 3 minutes is reserved for members of the public to address the Board on items not listed
on the agenda and a total time for public input on a particular issue is limited to 20 minutes
(Government Code 54954.3). The Board is prohibited from discussion or taking action on matters not
on the agenda, but may briefly respond or ask a question for clarification (Government Code 54954.2).

o Keith Stiver is a neighbor to the Highway 20 property and believes the communication with the
Board and stakeholders needs to improve. Concerns with notifications not being received and
went on to say he thought the Board had optic problems and should try to over communicate
with the public.

o Larry Heiss expressed what he thought was a growing chorus of opposition to the proposed
project and a dire lack of communication. Feels the Board has something to hide. Cited an
example during the EIR NOP where the public was not allowed to comment on the OHV Park.
Appreciates the idea of a public forum being placed on today’s agenda. He also pointed out the
grant requirement to hold public meetings and had questions about the development of the draft
EIR and EFS.

e Bob Bushansky responded by informing the public of the Regional Park Committee meetings
and referred to public meetings included in both the EFS and EIR studies. Stated that it is the
responsibility of the MCRPD Board to consider all residents within the District.

e Chuck Dunbar believes a big picture view of the community has to be considered and has lived
here for 40 years. He informed the committee that communication from the District needs to be
more effective and feels that communication from the government in general is not effective.

Bob Bushanksy discussed size of the District and population and believes everyone
should have an opportunity to speak to the subject. A public meeting may be a moot
point until the EIR and EFS reports have been finalized.

John Huff reported that the Regional Park Property is not pristine and invites anyone
to come out and see the reality for themselves.

Gayle Hiess asked why safety training is allowed without a completed EIR.

Sarah Huff explained that the CRA completes and submits an annual environment
notice of exemption to the State for the training to occur.

Teresa Estep has questions about the role of CRA in this process.

Keith Stiver expressed frustration with the Board’s communication with the public
and believes a public forum would resolve some of the associated issues.

John Huff explained that that there in fact has been much misinformation and lies as
it relates to the comments received about the Regional Park Property and the
sensitive areas within its boundary. He provided an example where comments have
been made that the proposed OHV Park would include trails be developed through
the Pygmy Forest areas. He stated that this was not true and any future trail
development though this area would be for hikers and would include boardwalks.
