3.1 State of California, OHV Planning and Restoration Grant Program & Projects
e Funding

o Sarah Huff believes the delays can be attributed to the high number forest
fires and mitigation efforts.



3.3 Mendocino Coast Humane Society - Signage Plan

o Chuck Tourtillott, Executive Director of the Mendocino Coast Humane
Society was in attendance to provide the Committee with an outline of the
the Society’s proposed signage plan. The preliminary plan includes the
placement of a permanent four by five foot wooden sign on posts at a
slight setback on the corner of Highway 20 and Summers Lane. The plan
also calls for the removal of select vegetation to enhance visibility and the
need for an alternative placement of an existing No Trespassing Sign.

o Sarah Huff had questions about the permitting process and shared
concerns in regards to the impact to significant habitat. She suggested
Jennifer Garrison be contacted for consultation about categorical
exemptions. Sarah will contact Ms. Garrison to schedule an on-site
meeting earl this next week.

o Bob Bushansky expressed the need for non-profits to work closely with
each other.
