4.1 State of California, 2017 OHV Planning and Restoration Grant Programs

and perceived no changes in the State delivery process. 

 Bob Bushansky: Has questions about what else could be done to help the grant process 
forward. 

 Sarah Huff: Explained that we need to keep the RFP development process going.

 Dan Keyes: provided an explanation as to the current status of the RFP development 
process and a brief explanation as to the separation of procurement processes from those 
projects that have a value of $25,000 or more to those that are under that threshold.

 Bob Bushansky: Had questions about the Grand Jury report possibly having an impact on 
the State OHV contract 

 Sarah Huff: Responded by saying that the Grand Jury report did not permanently impact the 
State’s opinion as to the viability of MCRPD and its ability properly manage State grant 
projects.  

 John Huff: Talked about Sarah Huffs efforts to secure the contract. 

 Dan Keyes: Discussed the legal review process needed for each RFP and the impact this 
will have on final publication. 

 Bob Bushansky: Had questions regarding the procurement specialist that is consulting with 
MCRPD to develop RFPs.  

 Jill Rexrode: Responded by saying that the consultant works for the City of Fort Bragg as 
procurement and public works projects specialist.
